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Camp Concor'dia was founded in 1957 by a group of Lutheran men and
women as an outdoor ministry that exists for the purpose of promoting
Christian knowledge, growth and fellowship. The camp fosters a program to
provide meaningful Christian experiences in the lives of children, adults and
families through an outdoor setting, interacting with God's creation. The
camp's motto reflects this: "Building for Christ, Body and Soull”

In order fo preserve the integrity of the camp and ensure future ministries
Camp Concordia has organized an association of members. Membership in
the association has certain responsibilities while carrying certain privileges.

Purpose:
The purpose for the Camp Concordia Association is to utilize the

resources (time, talents and treasures) of its members for the good of God's
people and the glory of His name. To this end we intend to coordinate the
efforts of the members of the Association and ensure a stable future for
Camp Concordia to carry out its mission to "Build for Christ, Body and Soul”.

Membership:

Platinum Membership - Platinum membership applies to individuals or
groups who donate a one time gift of $50,000 and over. This
membership shall never expire and give the member free access to all
Camp Concordia properties.

Gold Membership - Gold membership applies to individuals or groups
who donate a one time gift of $25,000 and over. This membership
shall never expire and give the member access to all Camp Concordia
properties at 90% discount.

Silver Membership - Silver membership applied to individuals or
groups who donate a one time gift of $10,000 or over. This
membership shall never expire and give the member access to all Camp
Concordia properties at 80% discount.




Congregational Membership - Congregational membership includes all
members of any congregation that has a current paid membership in
the Camp Concordia Association. The members of a congregation and
their immediate families up to 21 yrs. old who reside at the same
address are eligible to receive the benefits of a congregational
membership. Such membership shall be determined by referencing a
membership directory submitted by the congregation at the time of
enrollment or by a signed letter from your pastor stating that you are
a member of an enrolled congregation.

Family Membership - Family membership includes parents of the same
family and children of the same family up to 21 yrs, who reside at the
same address. Grandparents and children over the age of 21 should
have their own membership.

Senior Membership - Senior membership includes husband and wife
62 years or over. Proof of age (copy of driver's license) is required.
Children are not included in senior membership.

Caregiver - A caregiver (single individual) for children of a family with
family membership can be added to that family’s membership. A
$5.00 charge per caregiver will apply for each year. Caregivers will
receive a pass that allows them admission only when accompanied by
the children in his/her care.

The Board of
Directors shall approve each membership.
